Mother’s Day is the day we honor 
and thank the woman who gave us 
birth and nurtured us throughout 
our entire lives.  At every moment, 
she is there to nurture, to educate, 
to console and to strengthen us.   

On earth, Jesus was also a source of help and 
comfort to His disciples.  He told His disciples He 
would ask His Father to send us the Holy Spirit, 
who would stay with us forever as our Counselor 
and Helper.
